SDGs Go - Sustainable Development Goals and Governance, a common European framework

Greater Dunkirk is coordinating the Interreg Europe project SDGs Go, running from 1 May 2025 to
31 July 2029, which aims to support the integration of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
into local and regional public policies.

The project brings together seven local authorities from Europe - Somogy (Hungary), Reggio Emilia
(Italy), Oradea Metropolitan Area (Romania), Province of Antwerp (Belgium), Amadora (Portugal), Lviv
(Ukraine) and Greater Dunkirk (France) - alongside the research institute Efficacity, acting as
Advisory Partner.

With a total budget of €1.67 million, 80% co-financed through Interreg Europe, the project addresses
the urgent need to strengthen governance for SDG implementation, in the context of stalled
European progress since 2020.

The Oradea Metropolitan Area IDA in the project is 200.040,00 EUR (160.032,00 EUR Interreg Funds,
36.007,20 EUR Romanian State Budget, 4.000,80 EUR own contribution of ZMO).

Project objectives

SDGs Go aims to improve governance and the capacity of regional and local authorities to integrate
the SDGs, focusing on:

e Promoting alignment - conducting baseline studies and self-assessments to integrate SDGs
into public policies.

o« Knowledge sharing - fostering collaborative learning and the exchange of best practices
between regions.

o Capacity building - developing robust governance structures for the effective
implementation of SDG-related policies.

o Stakeholder engagement - adapting tools and methods to each region’s specific context,
with the involvement of local stakeholders.

Impact and contributions

Through cross-border cooperation, SDGs Go will contribute to:

o more inclusive, transparent, and sustainable governance,

. reducing regional disparities,

. aligning local policies with the objectives of Agenda 2030, the European Green Deal, and other
EU initiatives.
